TIME FOR PRAYER

Dear Friends

In keeping with the theme 
of “fellowship”, which is 
running through this issue 
of Kin-nections, I want to 
highlight just how vital 
meaningful fellowship is to 
the health of the congregation and which, I fear, many of us 
who are church members sit very loosely with. If ‘Church’ for 
you has been about little more than turning up at services (or 
watching online) on a Sunday morning and disappearing again, 
having interacted minimally with others, then what is it that 
you are actually experiencing of Christian fellowship?

I suspect that a poor experience (or even an absence) of 
genuine fellowship has been one of the major reasons why an 
increasing number of people have turned their back on Church 
over the decades. On the one hand that has resulted in the 
dramatic (and ongoing) numerical decline of the Church in our 
lifetime. But on the other hand, it has led many to discover 
that there can be (and needs to be) much more giving than 
receiving in our experience of Church than simply turning up.

Though we are undoubtedly much fewer than we once were 
as a congregation, it is my observation that those who are 
involved are much more involved and engaged than would once 
have been my experience. There are relatively few who are 
in Church on a Sunday who are not also interacting with other 
ministries of the Church in ways that enable them to develop 
much stronger and deeper relationships with others in the 
congregation than is possible in an hour on a Sunday (or even 
an hour and a bit if you stay for refreshments). It is altogether 
healthier, and a sign of a much more vibrant Church, that we 
are finding encouragement and support (yes and challenge too) 
from one another in the fellowship. Those who are engaged in 
such things as the Guild, choir, house-groups, prayer groups, 
Craft Group, All Friends Together, Let’s Sing, Table Talk, are 
building strong networks of pastoral support which are not 
only a vital building block of a growing sense of Church family 
but also ensure that when difficult times come upon us as 
individuals we have a ready-made spiritual support that goes far 
beyond what occasional visits of ministers and elders can offer.

So let me encourage you if you have stopped engaging with 
Church altogether, or if your engagement does not extend beyond 
the benediction on a Sunday morning, to get involved with a 
congregational group of some kind over the year ahead. I can 
guarantee you that it will revolutionise your experience of Church 
because it will open up ways for you to give more than you 
receive and, in time, thereby to multiply what you do receive.

We often enjoy fellowship over a meal together, so 
why not make something using Fairtrade ingredients 
bought from our Fairtrade stall in church or at the 
Farmers’ Market? Meru Herbs is a social enterprise 
based in Kenya which produces delicious jams and 
sauces. They depend on us to buy their products, so 
please try a jar. The recipe is for their tomato and 
chilli sauce, but we have many other products for 
you to try.

Chicken Enchiladas

4 chicken breasts

1 large onion

1 or 2 green or red peppers

1oz Zaytoun olive oil

Fajita seasoning of your choice

Packet of tortillas

1 jar Meru tomato and chilli sauce

Grated cheese for topping, cheddar or mozerella

1.	 Cut chicken into 
strips, cook in 
oil with fajita 
seasoning, approx. 
10 minutes and 
remove from pan.

2.	 Fry sliced onions 
and pepper gently.

3.	 Wrap chicken, 
onions and peppers 
in tortillas and lay 
close together in 
an ovenproof dish 
till all ingredients 
are used. Any extra 
onions and peppers 
can go on top.

4.	 Cover with jar of Meru tomato and chilli sauce.

5.	 Top with grated cheese.

6.	 Cook at 180o C for approx. 30 minutes.

MAF’s Ruth Jack warns of 
Uganda crisis
Our Mission Aviation Fellowship partner, 
Ruth Jack (pictured), has warned that, 
“Uganda is facing a humanitarian disaster” 
on a recent return visit to Scotland. Ruth is 
Country Director in Uganda and visited our 
congregation as part of our special partnership 
with MAF last year. Speaking to the Herald 
newspaper she said: “In Uganda, refugees are 
treated very well. The problem is that Uganda 
is now a victim of its own success. The UN and 
World Food Programme have thought ‘we don’t 
need to worry about Uganda too much’. Over 
the last two to three years there has been 
a steady reduction in the amount of money. 
Come September, the money from the WPF 
and UN runs out entirely.” MAF has launched 
a special Uganda Hunger Appeal. Already, 
refugees are only receiving between one 
quarter and one half of their necessary diet.

Other areas of Africa with which our 
church has had connections have also been 
experiencing severe challenges. Our minister, 
Alan Reid, visited Ethiopia a few years ago 
under the auspices of Tearfund. Tearfund has 
now launched an urgent appeal for its partner 
church in Ethiopia as it helps people hit by 
a deepening hunger crisis “exacerbated by 
climate change”.

Worrying news also from Darfur in Sudan where 
Anne McCulloch once served when she was a 
member of our congregation. According to the 
Washington Post, “a new generation faces the 
growing prospect of another genocide”.

We hold these places in our prayers and 
give thanks for those who are working so hard 
to help.

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“Suffer the children…”
Those familiar with the King James version (KJV) 
of the Bible will recognise the phrase used by 
Jesus when he rebuked his disciples for stopping 
children coming to him. The KJV Bible has 
“Suffer the children to come unto me and forbid 
them not”. Sadly today there are those who not 
only plan that children may not learn of the Lord 
Jesus but, using the word in its usual sense, are 
making children suffer.

Attention has been drawn to the often-appalling 
treatment of Christians in lands such as North 
Korea, Afghanistan and many Muslim majority 
countries but, even if overt persecution is absent 
or not apparent, children can suffer greatly 
simply because they are Christian. 

•	 In several countries, such as China and 
Tajikistan, children are banned from 
attending church services, Christian camps 
and other activities.

•	 Because their parents are often very poor and 
sometimes, as may occur in Pakistan, are only 
allowed to do the very poorest paid jobs, they 
are often not able to attend school.

•	 If they do manage to attend school – and, 
not uncommonly, schools may be unwilling 
to have Christians – they can suffer hostility 
and discrimination from teachers and fellow 
pupils. For instance, in the Muslim fasting 
month of Ramadan, a Christian child not 
fasting can be condemned or ridiculed.

•	 In Pakistan, Christian girls as young as 12 
are kidnapped, forcibly married to much 
older men and “converted” to Islam. Whole 
school classes of Christian girls are kidnapped 
by Muslim extremists and “disappear” in 
northern Nigeria.

•	 In the all too common displacement of 
thousands fleeing conflict in so many places, 
children, including Christian children, often 
fail to find schooling where they are refugees.

It often feels that we are cannot do anything 
to help in these situations, other than pray. 
However, numerous Christian charities, like 
Christian Solidarity Worldwide, Open Doors and 
Release International are actively tackling the 
huge problem of discrimination against Christians. 
Others, like World Vision, Compassion and DFN 
UK, have specific projects bringing educational 
opportunities to the most marginalised. They 
deserve our prayerful support.

Following our financial donation last year for 
Ukrainian refugees being supported in Csongor, 
Western Ukraine across the border from our 
partners in Debrecen, a further £1,000 has been 
sent from Kinross Parish Church out of funds 
previously donated for that purpose. The shelter 
home is progressing well and the Hungarian 
Reformed Church is supplying food so that the 
ministry team in Csongor can cook meals for 
70 people every day. Minister Sandor said, “We 
do not know what is coming next. We plan 
everything just for the short-term. Your prayers 
and support are appreciated.”

Kinross Centre Celebrates 40 years
In 1983, as a result of the union of the East 
and West Churches, and through hard work and 
fundraising, the Kinross Church Centre was created 
as a community building. It was also to be used as 
a Day Centre from November of that year, run by 
a committee of Church and non-Church members. 
Staffing was through a Government Manpower 
Services Scheme.

There was something for everyone, from a mothers 
and toddlers group, Café Français, portrait 
drawing, make do and mend, aerobics and more, 
all led by volunteers! The timing was good as the 
town was growing due to the new Wimpey houses.

A bus was acquired and people were brought 
in from all around Kinross-shire for lunch and 
activities. Mid-week worship services started 
and are still a highlight of the week for some of 
the users. The Centre was ahead of its time and 
organisations came from across Scotland to visit.

SAVING LIVES
Defibrillator and CPR training

It is a sad fact that every year too many people of 
all ages die from cardiac arrests. Approximately 
3,500 people require cardiopulmonary resuscitation 
(CPR) each year in Scotland and of that number 
only a small proportion survive. A combination of 
CPR and use of a defibrillator, however, greatly 
increases the chances of survival.

CPR is an emergency procedure which combines 
chest compressions with artificial ventilation to 
preserve brain function until further measures can 
be taken to restart the heart: you are giving the 
victim manual life support to keep them going until 
the heart can be shocked back into a regular rhythm. 
Time is of the essence and swift action within three 
to five minutes could mean a life saved.

Many people think they cannot do CPR or operate a 
defibrillator, but it is very simple and even a child 
can do it.

You may have noticed that a defibrillator has 
been installed on the railings in the lane by the 
church. This has been donated in memory of Jean 
and Annabel Johnston, church members who 
died recently, and the cost topped up by St John 
Scotland which has as one of its core projects 
to facilitate the installation of defibrillators 
throughout Scotland.

These defibrillators are for public access at any 
time. Our one is in an unlocked cabinet so can be 
easily accessed. The defibrillator will not deliver 
a shock if none is required and there are voice 
commands to tell the user exactly what to do. 

Guidance is also given by the telephone operators 
when the emergency services are called.

A CPR training session was delivered on 8 June by 
members of St John Scotland Perth & Kinross, led 
by Alison Milne. Members of the congregation were 
delighted to learn that Margaret Sikora had joined 
the team and that our former OLM student, Dr Ian 
Morrison, was also one of the team.

A total of 24 people attended the session and 
practised on the demonstration mannequins and 
dummy defibrillators as well as being shown the 
contents of our own defibrillator pack. This was a 
most enjoyable and fruitful session.

In the last year St John Scotland has trained 
4,165 people as part of the national Save a Life 
Programme - savealife.scot.
