Dear Friends

There are three great
festivals in the Church’s
calendar - Christmas, Easter
and Pentecost. It is the

first of these that most
people find it easiest to

get their heads around and
it should come as no surprise that it is the most attractive of
the Church’s celebrations to people who otherwise would not
think of coming to worship. In the Church’s calendar Christmas
is prepared for by the four weeks of Advent and is celebrated
for the famous 12 days. By contrast, the world celebrates
Christmas for months.

When it comes to Easter, whilst Easter day itself often sees
large Church attendances, few wish to do more than celebrate
the good news of resurrection by plumbing the depth of the
suffering that give the Easter message its depth. The Church
prepares for Easter with the seven weeks of Lent and celebrates
the resurrection for a further seven weeks. By contrast, the
world exchanges the message of death and resurrection for a
celebration of the new life of spring with its eggs, lambs and
rabbits.

The Day of Pentecost, celebrating the gift of the Holy Spirit to
the first disciples, falls seven weeks after Easter (this year on
28 May) and marks the beginning of a season in the Church’s
calendar that runs all the way through to the beginning of
Advent - half the year, in fact. Yet, although Pentecost is

in some ways the most significant of the Christian festivals,

it remains a mystery to many in the Church and a complete
unknown to the wider world.

So let me invite you to join me in really celebrating Pentecost
this year and let me ask you to commit yourself to inviting the
Holy Spirit to do the same work of turning the world upside
down in you and me, in Kinross Parish Church and in our
community, in our nation and in our world as was evident in and
through the first Christians.

One of the earliest and simplest prayers of the universal Church
is also one of the most powerful: ‘Come, Holy Spirit!’ Don’t
just say the words but make them the prayer of your heart. Let
them become what you breathe every day of this Pentecost
season (that is from now until Advent!). Then let’s see what
God will do. Come, Holy Spirit. Come and make your home in
my heart, in our Church, in our community, our nation, our
world, that Jesus may be known and that the ways of God’s
Kingdom may prevail.

staff. Its first major task has been working on
revised Mission Plans for the ‘old’ presbyteries of
Dunkeld and Meigle, and of Perth, which included
Kinross-shire.

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PILGRIMAGE OF PEACE TO SOUTH SUDAN

South Sudan is the world’s newest country

and is suffering from a civil war. In February,
the Moderator of the General Assembly of the
Church of Scotland, Rev Dr lain Greenshields,
took part in a Pilgrimage of Peace to South
Sudan with Pope Francis and the Archbishop of
Canterbury.

Dr Greenshields said: “l was humbled at the
opportunity to support our brothers and sisters
in their search for peace, reconciliation and
justice. We came as servants of the global
Church, joined in the unity of the Holy Spirit to
offer our encouragement.

“The Churches in South Sudan - Presbyterian,
Anglican and Catholic - have an important role
to play in supporting efforts to bring peace.
We pray that this visit will be a catalyst for the
leaders of South Sudan to focus on what unites
them and not what divides them, for they are
all loved equally in the eyes of the Lord.”

The Church of Scotland has an official
partnership with the Presbyterian Church of
South Sudan and has been working closely with
churches there since 2015 to support vital work
on peace, reconciliation and conflict resolution.

At the time of writing, violence has erupted in
Sudan as well as South Sudan. Kinross Parish
Church has a connection with this troubled

area of Africa - back in 2004 Anne McCulloch
was working in Darfur in Sudan with Tearfund.
We hold both countries in our prayers.

King Charles Il - the significance of the crown

Later in the year, King Charles Il will be
welcomed to Scotland with a service of
dedication and thanksgiving at St Giles Cathedral
in Edinburgh. He will be presented with the
Honours of Scotland including the Scottish
Crown, the oldest surviving crown in Britain, and
among the oldest in Europe.

But what is the biblical significance of a crown?
In David’s Psalm 21:3 God “welcomed him with
the blessings of good things and set a crown of
fine gold on his head.” The crown is a symbol
of how a monarch is a representative of God
on earth, and points to Him as the only true
authority. The significance of the crown is
emphasized in Revelation 19:12 when we read
of Christ with many crowns on his head. As the
hymn says:

“Crown him with many crowns,

The lamb upon the throne

... And hail him as thy matchless king
Through all eternity.”

Later in Revelation, we see the elders placing
their crowns before the throne and declaring
glory and honour and power belong only to God.
At the coronation of Queen Elizabeth Il in 1953,
the Archbishop said a prayer beginning with the
words, “God crown you with a crown of glory
and righteousness.”

So the crown can be seen, not as a symbol of
superiority, but a symbol of biblical humility.

Trustee Report & Accounts for 2022

A short presentation was given to the
congregation at the Stated Annual Meeting on
26 March, the key aspects of which were:

¢ Income was in line with 2021, though
including a generous anonymous donation of
£7,100

e Our largest expense (as usual) was our
Ministry & Mission levy of £72,354, some
£7,000 more than in 2021

e We sent US$5,000 to our partner church in
Debrecen, Hungary towards the cost of a
shelter house in Ukraine for refugees

e We distributed all of the 2021 National Day
of Giving donations, save for £1,660 ear-
marked for a community garden project, still
at the planning stage

¢ Investment values fell by the close of 2022,
contributing half of the overall net deficit of
£11,094

e At the end of the year our net worth was
£122,716, still a safe but not lavish amount,
and some £10,000 less than the year before

e If you would like a copy of the full Trustee
Report & Accounts, please contact the
Church Office.

Unavoidably a budget deficit of more than

£12,000 is anticipated for 2023, which KPC can

sustain but not indefinitely. Please reflect on

this and consider whether you might be able

to lift your level of offerings in 2023. As the

supermarket would say, “every little helps”.
